VEO-SPS48 is an 18Gbps HDMI® 1×8 splitter that allows an HDMI® source signal to be 
distributed and extended to eight remote displays, supporting up to 4K 60Hz 4:4:4 video 
signals. It includes an HDMI® loop output and eight main single Cat outputs, allowing for 
transmission distances of up to 35 meters for 4K/60Hz, 50 meters for 4K/30Hz, or 70 meters 
for Full HD over a single Cat 5e or higher cable. In addition, it supports one-way IR control signal 
pass-through, stereo unbalanced audio extraction on Euroblock connector, EDID management, 
and RS-232 serial control, making it a reliable and versatile solution for professional video 
distribution applications.

Good quality standard Ethernet Cat 5e cables (or higher) are required to connect 
splitter and receiver in order to avoid connection issues and malfunctioning. Shielded cables 
and shielded connectors are mandatory to ensure a good ground signal reference to the 
receiver and avoid electromagnetic interferences along the cable. 

Please insert/extract the HDMI® cables gently.  

 

1. HDMI® signal sources such as Blu-Ray Player, STB, etc: connect devices to the HDMI® 

input of VEO-SPS48. 

2. HDMI® Display devices such as a 4K or 1080p display or projector: connect devices to 
the HDMI® port of VEO-SPS4 receiver or and the HDMI® loop out port of the VEO-SPS48. 

3. IR Blaster: connect it to the IR-Out port of VEO-SPS48 splitter. 

4. IR Receiver: connect it to the IR-In port of VEO-SPS4 receiver. 
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5. Amplifiers or Audio devices: connect to Audio ports of VEO-SPS48 splitter. 

6. Split & extend - CAT output ports 1~8: connect Cat 5e+ cables from each RJ-45 output 
of the VEO-SPS48 splitter to the RJ-45 input of each VEO-SPS4 receiver to distribute the 
HDMI® signal and enable signal transmission.

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7.2 ASCII Commands 

ASCII command control is supported via the SERVICE port. When connected to a PC using 
a micro-USB cable, a serial command tool can be used to send ASCII commands. The 
following tables provide a summary of all supported commands, including their functions, 
expected feedback, and default settings. 

The communication settings must be configured as follows: 

• Baud rate: 115200 (default) 

• Data bits: 8bit 

• Stop bits: 1 

• Check bit: 0 

Each command consists of a structure with specific delimiters and parameters, as described 
below: 

• [y] - Parameter 1 

• [z] - Parameter 2 

• ! - Delimiter (all commands must end with '!') 

The command set includes functions to control power, retrieve device information, configure 
video and audio outputs, manage EDID settings, and more. The following tables provide a 
comprehensive list of available commands grouped by functionality. 

EXAMPLE OF USE: 

To enable HDCP on CAT output 1: < s cat [y] hdcp [z]! > 

• y=1 defines the CAT output port 1 

• z=1 enables HDCP 

The command to use is: < s cat 1 hdcp 1! > 

This command activates HDCP on CAT output 1.
