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4. DESCRIPTION & FEATURES

woofer and 18mm Plywood birch with Polyurea coating enclosure material. It delivers 350 
WRMS at 8Ω ready to be wall-mounted with the included bracket or positioned vertically and 
horizontally when needed.

5. CONNECTIONS 

The connection cables which connect the amplifiers output and the speaker should be of good 
quality, have sufficient conductor area and be as short as possible. The latter fact is especially 
important when the distance is long and the load impedance low (8Ω). A cross-section of at 
least 2.5mm2 is recommended for distances up to 10m; 4 or 6mm2 for longer distances. 
Following formula gives the required section, assuming 4% losses:

Subwoofers placed directly and horizontally on 
the ground have a higher output than hanged or directly on the floor, but vertically. No 
obstacles should stand between the enclosures and the audience.
